e ATTENDANCE-If your child will not be at school please call 635-8931 or
email karina.goodwin@washk12.org If you are checking your student out of
school, you will need to come in to the office and sign them out.

o ATTENDANCE-District policy allows us to excuse absences/tardies that are
within 7 days.

e DRESS CODE- According to the WCSD policy and the student handbook,
(see our website for links to these documents)we would like emphasize the
following dress code reminders especially with warmer weather:

» Clothes that are mutilated (distressed), 4" above knee or immodest are not appropriate
school wear. Any apparel revealing a bare midriff, (including when raising arms), bare
shoulders, low neck line, or cut low under the arms, is not permissible. Tank tops,
without a covering garment or t-shirt underneath, are not permissible. Sleeveless shirts
must be at least 3 inches wide at the cap and cover from neck to outside of shoulder.
Undergarments should not be visible.

» Dress, short, and skirt lengths must be modest and not revealing. They can be no shorter
than 4” from the top of the knee cap in a standing position.
